UROP APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS SUMMER 2011-2012
Please read the instructions carefully before submitting your application

ELIGIBILITY
Students from any Victorian university undergraduate course may apply. Students not studying Science (including Computer Science), Biomedical Science or Mathematics subjects will be required to demonstrate a particular interest in biomedical research.

At the time of application, you must have completed at least one full year of your degree coursework, be currently undertaking studies and have at least 6 months of your undergraduate coursework remaining in 2012. Double degree students are required to have completed two years of their combined degree.

NOTE:
Students who are currently in the first year of their course (or 2nd year of a double degree) or will complete undergraduate coursework at the end of this semester are not eligible to apply
APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS
Application is by an on-line process: Applications close 23 September 2011 closing time 5pm.

Applicants are required to submit three documents as attachments to the online application:      
1. Expression of interest letter
2. Curriculum vitae 
3. Electronic copy of results.
Applications will not be accepted if any attachments are missing. Please ensure that you name the documents as instructed below and that the document names appear on all pages of your application.  Failure to do so may result in part of your application being overlooked.  Please see details of required documents below:
1. Expression of Interest Letter: you must address at least two of the following questions:
a. 
When and how did you discover your interest in Science?

b. 
What do you think is the most pressing biomedical problem of our times? (Note: your answer will not necessarily be used to determine in which laboratory you may be finally placed.)

c. 
What characteristics are required to be a successful researcher?

The letter must be no longer than one A4 page, typed in font size 11 or larger. Any text exceeding this limit will be discarded.

Please name the file:  last name, initial - letter.doc and include the file name on each page of the document (footer or header). Please save files as .doc not docx (compatibility mode) as the system cannot open newer versions of Office.  Applications containing files that cannot be opened will not be considered.
2. Curriculum vitae including:

Name and contact details (including e-mail address) of one academic referee. Note: You must obtain permission from the referee to use his or her name. The referee will only be contacted if you obtain an interview.

3. Electronic copy of academic record
The full record of your results can be downloaded from your student information system. If selected for interview you will be required to bring an official academic transcript with you when you attend the interview.

Please save files as .doc not docx (compatibility mode) as the system cannot open newer versions of Office.  Applications containing files that cannot be opened will not be considered.
